Coverack is situated on the South West coast of Cornwall on the Lizard Peninsula. It is a small traditional fishing village and is a spectacular spot attracting many visitors.

The quaint harbour, beautiful beach and coastline are excellent for inspiring artists.

The village boasts several eating houses ranging from small cafes to the village pub and a restaurant at the village hotel.
